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I. OUTLINE OF THE JAPANESE LANGUAGE PROGRAM

1.

The Japanese Language Program offered by Keio University is intended chiefly for foreign students (non-native speakers
of Japanese). In addition to Japanese language courses, the Program includes a range of subjects in Japanese studies.

Program Overview
The Program focuses throughout on helping students build up their proficiency in the Japanese language with a view to
their future studies in the specialized fields. It offers a wide range of study levels and subjects, making it easy for students to
find a curriculum that fits their needs.
The Program includes a range of Japanese Language Subjects, the goal of which is to improve reading, writing, listening
and speaking skills, and Japanese Studies on Society and Culture, which are designed to increase students' knowledge of
Japan's society and culture. The Program is designed to allow students to put together a course of study to suit their own
academic needs and interests.
The Japanese language classes at advanced levels focus on the development of high level proficiency in reading and
composition required for study in the specialized fields at university undergraduate and graduate level. Moreover, students
who satisfy the registration requirements may also choose to take subjects from the regular undergraduate or graduate
programs offered by Keio University. (Please note that there are limits on the number of subjects that can be taken and on
the number of credits that can be earned.)
Students may also take Optional Subjects offered in English by the International Center (hereafter International Center

Courses).

Note:

The Japanese Language Program is chiefly designed for students who are currently enrolled in, or are graduates of,
an undergraduate degree program at university. The Program does not offer any preparatory courses for students
who plan to apply for undergraduate programs at Japanese universities.

The Japanese Language Program is separate from the regular undergraduate and graduate programs of Keio
University; admission to the Program does not constitute admission to the regular undergraduate or graduate
programs. Students seeking admission to one of the regular undergraduate or graduate programs of Keio

University need to take and pass the relevant entrance examination.

Program Capacity
180 students each academic year. Although numbers may vary from semester to semester, the average class size is around
20 students.

Program Duration
The Japanese Language Program follows the semester system (Spring and Fall Semesters). The Spring Semester runs from
late March to late September; the Fall Semester runs from mid-September to late March.
In the case of Spring Semester 2026 Enrollment, the summer vacation is from late July to mid-September 2026 and the
spring vacation is from late January to late March 2027.
Program duration is as follows:
Spring Semester 2026 Enrollment: Spring Semester and Fall Semester (April 2026 - March 2027)

Japanese Language Program classes are held on Mita Campus in central Tokyo (Minato-ku, Tokyo).

6. Study Level Assessment and Assignment

Prior to the start of each semester, all students in the Japanese Language Program are required to take a placement test on

the basis of which they are assigned to an appropriate study level. In principle, students take classes at two different levels

during the one-year period of the Program.

7. Subjects Offered
The Japanese Language Program comprises 3 types of subjects: Japanese Language Subjects, Japanese Studies on Society
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and Culture, and Optional Subjects. The subjects required for Program completion are Japanese Language Subjects and
Japanese Studies on Society and Culture (see “10. Program Completion” below).

<Japanese Language Subjects™>
The following subjects are offered for the relevant study levels.

Comprehensive Japanese, Grammar, Composition, Orthography, Modern Text Reading, Newspaper Reading,
Conversation, Presentation, Aural Comprehension, and Situational Conversation, Applied Composition

<Japanese Studies on Society and Culture>
These are the subjects to deepen the students’ understanding of Japanese Culture. Classes are conducted solely in Japanese.

Japanese Social Studies (History of Japanese Literature, Noh Play, Classical Grammar, Japanese Linguistic)

Japanese Cultural Studies (Tea Ceremony & Traditional Musical Instruments, Japanese animation and TV game,
Traditional Japanese painting)

It is required for students to have a high level of Japanese language skill in order to take Japanese Studies on
Society and Culture; therefore, these subjects are recommended for students at study levels 7 or above to register.

<Optional Subjects>

Optional Subjects are irrelevant to the requirements for the Program completion.

The subjects to be offered by the International Center in Academic Year 2026 will be published on the International Center's
website from March 2026 onwards. (Teaching Language: English)

8. Course Registration

Students must choose and register for at least 7 subjects (offered from Monday to Saturday) among Japanese Language
Subjects and/or Japanese Studies on Society and Culture. Students must choose subjects appropriate to their level.
Attending a 90 minute Japanese Language Class per week for 15 weeks will be counted as 1 credit. Attending a 90 minute
Japanese Studies on Society and Culture Class per week for 15 weeks will be counted as 2 credits. If the requirements are
satisfied, students are allowed to take up to 2 subjects, earning 4 credits, from the regular undergraduate or graduate
programs. In addition to the Main Course listed above, there is a Pre-designed Course. Details on the Pre-designed Course
will be given after admission to the Japanese Language Program.

9. Decisions on Academic Status

To pass each study level, students must attend classes (at least 7 subjects) at their assigned level for one semester and earn
all the credits (at least 7 credits) from the Japanese Language Subjects and/or Japanese Studies on Society and Culture
specified in Section 7.

Grades are determined after the completion of the final examinations. Students must attend at least 2/3 of all classes in the
semester to qualify to take the final exams. There are five grades: S, A, B, C, and D (listed from highest to lowest). To
eamn credits, students must achieve at least a grade of C. In some subjects, grades are awarded on the basis of class
performance during the semester or on term papers, rather than final examinations.

10. Program Completion
To complete the Japanese Language Program, students must have been enrolled in the Program for at least one year, passed
two different study levels, and earned at least 14 credits.
Students who are taking subjects from the regular undergraduate or graduate programs may count up to 4 credits per
semester from these subjects towards a part of the completion of the Japanese Language Program.
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Subjects from the International Center Courses, which are taught in English, are optional subjects and will not be counted

towards the completion of the Japanese Language Program. Subjects from the regular undergraduate or graduate programs

taught in English are also treated as optional subjects.

Students who complete the Program will receive a Certificate of Completion.

II. TUITIONAND OTHER FEES

(1) Tuition and other fees for the 2026 academic year onwards are subject to change without notice.

(2) Tuition and other fees should be paid at the time of admission procedure. However, students may choose to pay in two
installments. In this case, the second installment is due in September 2026 for students entering the Program in Spring
Semester 2026. The admission fee must be paid in full with the first installment and should not be paid with the second
installment.
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(3) Students who decide to withdraw after having paid tuition and other fees should notify the Center for Japanese Studies in
writing with designated documents by the due date. This process is necessary for refund of tuition and other fees. Please note
the admission fee is not refundable under any circumstances. Further details will be provided to successful applicants.

III. STUDENT LIFE

1. Scholarships
The Japanese Language Program does not provide information regarding scholarships to non-enrolled students. When the
information is available, it will be announced via email, etc. However, please note that the number of scholarships available
and the amounts are very limited. Applicants should secure sufficient funds to cover their period of study in Japan,
including living expenses, before applying.

2. Student Accommodation

Keio University has several off-campus accommaodations for privately-funded international students.

This accommodation is located about an hour away from Mita Campus and the rent costs around ¥75,000-¥110,000 per
month. Further details will be provided to successful applicants. If the application exceeds the number of vacancy, the
rooms will be allocated on a first-come, first-served basis.

Students who choose not to live in university accommodation may need to ask their guarantor, friends or acquaintances in
Japan for help in finding their own accommodation. Students seeking private accommodation in Japan are usually asked to
provide a guarantor. In order to secure accommodation, lessee will usually have to pay an amount equivalent to around six
month's rent, consisting of rent in advance, rental deposit, key money and commission. The cost of accommodation in
central Tokyo is high, and most students prefer to live in more affordable areas about one hour's commute from Mita

Campus.
3. Living Expenses in Japan

Average monthly living expenses in Japan including rent, food, books, medical insurance, telecommunications and
transportation come to between ¥130,000 and ¥170,000.
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IV. APPLICATION PROCEDURE (Spring Semester 2026)

1. Admission Capacity per Semester

Approximately 90 students per semester, including students admitted as exchange students and Japanese Government
(MEXT) Scholarship students.

2. Eligibility Requirements
Senior high school graduates or those with equivalent education may apply.
*If you have already studied or will have studied at a Japanese language institution in Japan for more than one year at the
time of admission to the Japanese Language Program, Keio University, please ask the Immigration Bureau whether you
will be allowed to obtain a Certificate of Eligibility for a student visa or to extend the period of your stay, and inform the

Center for Japanese Studies of the results. Please note that successful acceptance to our Program does not guarantee that the
applicant will be granted a Certificate of Eligibility.

3. Screening Method

2) Admission to the Japanese Language Program is granted for a specific semester and entry may not be deferred for personal
reasons. However, students may choose “Leave of Absence in the First Semester”. In this case, since the applicant will start
his/her study from the second semester for one year, the total enrollment period will be for three semesters. The tuition and
other fees will be charged for three semesters as well.

3) New students must attend an orientation for new students conducted by the Center for Japanese Studies for enrollment.
New students who have completed the enrollment procedure will receive a student ID card certifying their status as students
of the Japanese Language Program. If registration is not completed on time, admission may be revoked.

(ii) Application for Certificate of Eligibility

1) Applicants who have been admitted to a program at any other university must notify the Center for Japanese
Studies to avoid multiple applications for a Certificate of Eligibility. The Immigration Bureau will not issue a
Certificate of Eligibility if multiple applications are made.

2) The Immigration Bureau decides whether or not applicants should be allowed to enter Japan on a case-by-case basis.
Admission to the Japanese Language Program does not therefore guarantee the issue of a Certificate of Eligibility, or the
renewal of the applicant's visa status (extension of the period for which the applicant is permitted to stay in Japan).

(iii) Certificate of Health (prescribed form)
The Certificate of Health must relate to a medical examination undergone by the applicant within the last three months.

Detailed instructions will be provided to successful applicants.
